Question and Answers – Set #1 – Altus AFB, Oklahoma

1. (Please provide) Detailed financial information related to the base electric system including:

a. Unit cost of items listed in “Table 1” of section “J1.2.1.2 Inventory”

Answer - The Government will not provide this information as this information should be generated by offerors when they develop their system value.

b. Depreciation schedules for items listed in “Table 1” of section “J1.2.1.2 Inventory”  

Answer - The Government will not provide this information as this information should be generated by offerors when they develop their system value.

c. At least two years of operations and maintenance expenses including contractor charges (billing history) 

Answer - The Government will not release costs at this time used in developing its Government Cost Estimates.  However, information such as O&M Manuals and work and job order reports will be included as part of the technical library.

d. Scope and cost of capital improvements planned or in progress for 2004-2005

Answer - The scope of capital improvements identified by Altus AFB are included in Attachment J1 at J1.11.  The Government will not provide cost estimates for any of these projects.
2. (Please provide) At least two years of outage information by outage cause including both outage frequency and duration.

Answer - Altus AFB has compiled information per this request.  The information is included as part of the Technical Library. 
3. Identify the party responsible for correction of power factor and harmonics.

Answer - The Government is currently responsible for power factor and harmonics.  There are currently no issues with harmonics.  Power factor issues will be addressed in an Amendment to the RFP.  The new owner would be responsible for power factor issues. Harmonic issues would require coordination between the new owner and Altus AFB.
4. Provide the basis for including the family center, located in base housing, as part of this solicitation instead of the future solicitation for the privatization of base housing.

Answer - This is a requirement of Altus AFB and will remain as stated in the RFP.
5. Detail the “Specialized Training Requirements” contemplated in section C.14 of the solicitation, including the amount, frequency, and content of the training.

Answer - There are currently no training requirements in the RFP.  Training requirements will be added by Amendment and will be included in Attachment J43.

6. Identify the party responsible for reimbursement of repair and replacement costs for facilities damaged by base personnel.

Answer - Damage caused by Government personnel would be the responsibility of the Government.
7. Identify the party responsible for reimbursement of repair and replacement costs for facilities damaged as a result of a catastrophic event.

Answer - The owner of the system would be responsible for repair and replacement costs for facilities damaged as a result of a catastrophic event.  The new owner of the system would be responsible for insurance requirements as detailed in Section H of the RFP and in the ROW.  However, there is flexibility within the RFP to address such unforeseeable events should they arise during the life of the contract.
8. Identify the location and function of the 290, 40’ metal poles identified in section J1.2.1.2 of the solicitation. 

Answer - The 290, 40’ metal poles included in J1.2.1.2 of the RPF are for lighting and are not part of the electric distribution system being privatized.  These will be removed via a forthcoming Amendment to the RFP.
9. Provide environmental impact analysis studies or reports associated with the electrical infrastructure including identified spills, PCB contaminated equipment, etc.  

Answer - The only report that would apply concerns PCB tests conducted on transformers back in the early 1990’s.  A copy of this detailed report is available in the technical library.
10. Provide a copy of the architectural standards referenced in section C.5.1.3 of the solicitation.

Answer - The primary architectural standard that would apply to UP concerns paint color.  The base standard is Sherwin Williams 2014- Beatrix Brown (matches Berridge aged bronze).  Other general architectural guidance, if desired, can be found in the technical library.  
11. List all electric infrastructure-related permits necessary to meet environmental or other requirements.

Answer - There are no specific environmental permitting requirements pertaining to the electric infrastructure.
12. Document base security and access requirements for each security level and describe the process used by current contractors to gain access. 

Answer - The procedures for gaining security clearances are outlined in C.5.2.7 of the RFP.  The Resource Protection Plan provides further details concerning base security requirements associated with specific Force Protection Condition (FPCON) levels.  This will be made part of the Technical Library.
13. Document future plans for base utilization and expected effects on electrical infrastructure requirements. 

Answer - As stated in Attachment J1 to the RFP, there are no known factors that would effect any significant changes in total Altus building space and the consequent increase or decrease of utility requirements.
