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Prohibition Against Entering Privacy Act Information In The 

Fuels Control Center Application 

1.  General
1.1. Purpose:  Provide interim procedural guidance prohibiting the use of the Fuels Control Center (FCC) training module in FAS for maintaining Privacy Act protected information.  This interim policy has been coordinated with /approved by the Military Service Control Points (SCP) and is effective immediately.   

1.2. Prohibition against entering Privacy Act information in the FCC training module:  The FCC Training Module is not authorized for use as a system of records within the meaning of the Privacy Act, 5 U.S.C. § 552a.  The FCC Training Module does not have sufficient safeguards to serve as a Privacy Act system of records, nor has a notice authorizing the use of this system been published in the Federal Register in accordance with 5 U.S.C. 552a(e)(4).  Therefore, the user of this system must refrain from entering Privacy Act information into the FCC Training Module.  Information entered into this module shall be limited to a person’s name, last four digits of the social security number, and government funded training courses only.  Any information pertaining to an employee’s course scores, grades, or pass/fail rating shall not be entered into the system.  Should you have any question regarding whether the information you intend to enter into the system is Privacy Act information, contact your agency’s Privacy Act Officer.  

1.3.
Deletion of any Privacy Act Information Currently in the FCC training module:  Privacy Act information in any portion of the FAS base level application is unauthorized.  Activities that have Privacy Act information in portions of the FCC application shall delete that information from the FCC database.  The last four (4) positions of individuals SSN may be used to identify individuals in applicable FCC databases.
