Why does the FES change the buyer’s DoDAAC for sales to Air Force aircraft?

ANSWER:  Unit ownership of Air Force aircraft can and does change.  Additionally, each Air Force unit is funded individually for their Aviation Fuel.  The mechanism used by the Air Force to identify which unit owns an aircraft is the Reliability and Maintainability Information System (REMIS).  Per Air Force requirements, REMIS and not the Air Force Fuel Identaplate controls the ownership, and thereby, which unit will be billed.

Daily, FES uploads REMIS ownership changes.  These changes may or may not be supported by the local issuance of a new aircraft fuel identaplate.  Therefore, when a transaction is sent from any FCC to FES, the tail number is validated against the REMIS owner for the timeframe of the transaction.  If the submitted Air Force owning DoDAAC (Buyer) is correct, transaction passes into the FES.  If the Air Force owning DoDAAC is not valid for the transaction date, the FES corrects the record prior to processing it.

The audit trail of the transaction is controlled by the catalog number in FCC.  You may view the catalog number by adding the “Catalog” label to your ledger.
